Facility Projects (Capital Improvement Fund)

City Hall Improvements (2008-2013): An amount of $70,000 is included for 2008 and $30,000 is included in 2009-2013 for

various City Hall facility improvements which are needed over the course of the year. In 2008 these projects could include:

Exterior Painting ($20,000) - The building was originally painted five years ago and is showing signs of cracking and
peeling and needs to be painted to safe guard the City's asset. This would include minor repair, caulking and painting.
The City has a significant financial investment in its Buildings and Facilities. This project will ensure that facilities
maintenance is kept at a high standard and not deferred, thereby jeopardizing the value of these assets.

Interior Painting ($20,000): This effort will include patch, prep and painting. The City has a significant financial
investment in its building and facilities. This work will provide resources to ensure that our facilities are maintained to a
standard that both our citizens and staff appreciate.

Front Stairs — The front stairs of City Hall need some patching, repair, and restaining due to heavy use.

Roof Membrane — The City Hall roof membrane needs patching and repairs to keep it in good shape and water
resistant.

Conference Room Partition — The folding partition between the downstairs conference room is in need of repairs.
Police Evidence Lab — Add a ventilation system to the Police evidence lab that will be directed through a filtering
system to the outside. This is to meet Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) requirements and safety
standards to conduct evidence processing. This area is used on a regular basis and the ventilation system will allow the
officers to remain in the room while processing and fuming evidence.

Police Sergeant and Detective Area - Relocate the patrol officers to the areas where the detectives are now. The
detectives would move to the patrol area. The working conditions are cramped in the patrol area and make it difficult to
conduct business during events that require evidence, case processing, and general duties. The patrol activity also
interferes with the records and front counter customers.

Additional cubicle space for staffing needs

Public Works Facility Improvements (2008-2013): An amount of $4,300 is included for 2008, $30,000 is included for 2009 and

$16,000 for 2010 for various Public Works facility improvements. These projects include:

Interior Painting (2008): An amount of $4,300 is included to paint the interior of the Public Works Office building. This
will include sanding, cracking filling, primer as needed, and painting.

Storage Building (2009): An amount of $30,000 is included to construct an additional section onto the existing storage
garage. This structure would be used to store various mowers, small equipment, and implements to keep them out of
the weather. Some of the equipment that is used by the Public Works crews are seasonal and need protection from the
elements to prevent rust and deterioration, thus prolonging their life and improving their reliability during use.
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e Facility Materials Bin Cover (2010): An amount of $16,000 is included for a materials bin cover at the Public Works
Facility. This pole structure will cover the materials bins and control the rainwater runoff. It will prevent stored materials
(soil debris, asphalt material, sand, and concrete) from draining into the catchbasin. It will be a solid metal roof material
with wooden posts with open sides. Source control measures are best management practice's that prevent pollutant
generation, discharge and runoff by controlling it at its source or, at a minimum, limiting pollutant exposure to
stormwater. Typically, a source control measure involves a cover or other design element that prevents a pollutant from
becoming a direct discharge to stormwater.

Parks Projects (Capital Improvement Fund)
Legacy Project (2009-2013): The Legacy Project will be developing recommendations during 2008. An amount of $200,000

for 2009 and $100,000 for 2010 are included in the capital improvement program to begin implementing the recommendations.
These funds will be used for actual projects or for City matching funds for grants from other sources.

Grace Cole Nature Park (2008): An amount of $30,000 is included for the implementation of a hydrology plan that will improve
wetland functions of the meadow wetland and attract native amphibians and other wildlife. The City will continue to study the
Park usage, maintenance needs, and future needs for the Park.

1% for Arts Account (2008-2013): There is currently $11,130 available in the 1% for Arts Account from 1% of the facility and
park capital projects over the past several years. There are currently no art projects in the works.

Horizon View Park Improvements (2008): An amount of $15,000 is included to replace bollards and to conduct planning and
design work on a picnic shelter/barbeque pit.

Miscellaneous Park Improvements (2008-2013): An amount of $25,000 is included each year to provide for small parks capital
projects that may be needed throughout the year.

Playground Equipment-Eagle Scout Park (2009): An amount of $40,000 is included, based on a recommendation from the
Parks and Recreation Commission to purchase and install playground equipment at Eagle Scout Park. The playground
equipment will be designed for smaller children who are too young to use the Brookside Playground which is also not available
for use during the school day. Funds have been programmed for 2009 to coincide with completion of the planned roundabout
at NE 178th St and Brookside Boulevard which abuts Eagle Scout Park.
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Transfers

City Hall Transfer to the Long-Term Bond Fund (2008-2013): The budget includes a transfer of $200,000 from the Capital
Improvement Fund to pay a portion of the annual City Hall debt payment. This transfer began with the adoption of the 2006
Budget as a method to save funds in the General Fund. Prior to 2006 the entire annual City Hall debt payment was made from
the General Fund. This saves the General Fund $200,000 per year. The final payment on the City Hall debt is in 2016.

Unsewered Areas Project-Transfer to the Unsewered Areas Project Fund (2008): The budget includes a transfer of $225,115
from the Capital Improvement Fund to pay for the City’s portion of the Unsewered areas project pursuant to the financing plan
for the project. The City adopted this financing plan in Resolution 914 in 2005. The City is responsible for 15% of the project
costs and the Public Works Trust Fund loan makes up 85% of the project costs.

Public Works Trust Fund (PWTF) Repayment Transfer to the PWTF Repayment Fund (2008-2011): An amount of $100,000 for
2008 and $50,000 for 2009-2011 is transferred to the PWTF Repayment Fund to make payments on the PWTF loan. Funds
from the Capital Improvement Fund are being used to make part of the repayment until the Unsewered areas project is
complete. Future repayments will be made from a combination of REET, sewer utility fees, and new sewer customer
connection charges.

Transportation Projects (Transportation Capital Improvement Fund)

Road Overlay Program (2008-2013): An annual amount is budgeted each year to overlay a portion of the City’s road
infrastructure. The roads chosen to be overlaid are based on a pavement management system which rates the roads in terms
of condition. The amount included in the 2008 budget is $210,000. This is an increase of $10,000 due to higher fuel and
asphalt costs and general inflationary increases. The City has included an annual 5% inflation factor for future years to provide
enough funding to prevent the City’s road infrastructure from deteriorating to the point where the roads would need to be rebuilt
at a much greater cost.

Blue Heron/Hamlin Bridge (2008-2009): An amount of $50,000 is included in 2008 for the planning and design of a pedestrian
bridge at Blue Heron Park which would improve the safety of pedestrian access to the Towne Centre from the Sheridan Heights
and Hamlin Road neighborhoods. The current vehicular bridge is unsafe for pedestrians. An amount of $250,000 is included in
2009 as a placeholder for the actual construction and placement of the bridge. Updated estimates for the actual cost will be
made as design work progresses.

Neighborhood Traffic Calming Projects (2008-2013): An amount of $20,000 is included each year to continue to address
neighborhood traffic issues by studying and implementing the best options for calming traffic in problem areas of the City’s
neighborhoods.
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NE 184" Street Roadway Improvements (2008): An amount of $75,000 is included to complete this project. This section of
roadway is currently unpaved from Ballinger Way NE to the unopened section of right of way at McKinnon Creek. Residents
who use this street to access their homes have requested that the roadway be improved. An amount of $95,000 was included
in 2007 of which $20,000 is projected to be spent for paving and building surface water facilities on this stretch of roadway.

Pedestrian Projects (Transportation Capital Improvement Fund)

Pedestrian Improvement Project Towne Centre-SR-522/NE 170" (2008-2009): An amount of $70,000 is included in 2008 and
$192,000 in 2009 for the second phase of pedestrian improvements on Bothell Way between Ballinger Way NE and Brookside
Boulevard NE. The first phase included sidewalks at the northeast corner of the Ballinger Way NE/Bothell Way NE
intersection, and the second phase includes sidewalks on Bothell Way NE between NE 170™ Street and Brookside Boulevard
NE. The City is receiving a federal grant for this project.

NE 178™ Corridor Safety Improvements (2008): An amount of $100,000 is included to conduct work on corridor design and to
provide matching funds for potential grant funding for pedestrian and non-motorized safety improvements along the corridor.
The City would like to make safety improvements to the NE 178" corridor from Ballinger Way all the way to the City limits at
25" Avenue. This will be a multi-year project to construct sidewalks and bike improvements on NE 178". The City will be
seeking federal and state grant funds as this is an important pedestrian corridor and includes a school zone, a church, and two
parks.

NE 178" / Brookside Roundabout (2008-2009): The City has received a federal grant for $360,000 to construct a roundabout
at NE 178" and Brookside Boulevard to improve traffic flows and pedestrian safety as citizens navigate that busy intersection.
It is estimated that work will begin on this project in late 2007 with the actual construction to take place in early 2009.

37" Avenue NE (2009-2010): An amount of $50,000 is included in 2009 for design and $150,000 is included in 2010 to
construct sidewalks and bike improvements on 37" Avenue NE.

Pedestrian Facility Enhancement Projects (2011-2013): An amount of $50,000 is included each year beginning in 2011 to
continue to address pedestrian needs through the extension or improvement of existing walkways or sidewalks or the addition
of walkways where needed. These funds will be used for design work on additional pedestrian improvements on prioritized City
arterial streets or as a match for additional federal and state grants for pedestrian facility projects.

Sidewalk Repair Program (2007): An amount of $10,000 has historically been set-aside to repair old and damaged sidewalks
in the City. In 2008-2013 the $10,000 has been moved to the Street Fund since most of these repairs are smaller and
maintenance related, rather than capital.
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NE 153" @ Bothell Way Traffic Signal (2008): An amount of $300,000 is included to complete this three-year project to
construct a traffic signal at NE 153™ St. at Bothell Way along with sidewalks on both sides of Bothell Way extending for some
distance from the intersection. The costs for this project is entirely paid for by federal, state and METRO grants. This project
will be a coordinated effort of the City, Washington State Department of Transportation, and King County Metro.

Surface Water Projects (Surface Water Management Fund)

Surface Water Capital Program (2008-2013): An amount of $40,000 is included in 2008 to continue the annual drainage capital
program to implement smaller drainage capital projects in the City. There is an annual inflation factor of 5% included for years
2009-2013.

Culvert Replacements (2009): As part of our long-term capital improvement program a list of twelve drainage culverts which
need to be replaced has been developed based on the Lyon and McAleer Creek Drainage Basin Study and our operational
knowledge of drainage caused erosion and the state of the current culvert system.

The 2007 capital budget included $400,000 for the replacement of a culvert on NE 178" Street, just east of 44™ Avenue NE.
The City has not been able to develop a surface water management program in 2007 nor to get the culvert replacement
designed and replaced. Therefore, the culvert replacement has been moved to 2009.

The financial plan includes an annual 5% increase in the surface water utility fee through 2013 to keep up with inflationary
increases and to begin the replacement of the culverts.

Sewer Projects (Unsewered Areas Project Fund)

Unsewered Areas Project (2006-2009): In 2005, the City was approved for a $4.65 million, 0.5% interest State Public Works
Trust Fund (PWTF) loan, to install sanitary sewer mains in the remaining areas of the City where sewer mains are currently not
available. When completed, this effort will eliminate septic tanks and their drainage fields that can contribute to the pollution of
the ground water that drains into our streams and the lake. The City completed Phase 1 in 2007 and is ready to begin
construction on Phase 2 in the fall of 2007. These projects are expected to be completed in 2009.
