 WHEREAS, State law, Chapter 35A.34 RCW provides for the biennial adoption of 9 

the City’s budget and provides procedures for filing of the proposed budget, deliberations, 10 

public hearings, and final fixing of the budget; and 11

 WHEREAS, a budget for fiscal years 2009-2010 has been adopted and amended; and  13 

 14 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor has reviewed the 2009-2010 budget and is proposing certain 15 

changes in the areas of community services, the executive department, planning, and capital 16 

improvement; and 17 

 18 

 WHEREAS, the City of Lake Forest Park is required by RCW 35A.34.120 to include 19 

all revenues and expenditures for each fund in the adopted budget;  20

 NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LAKE FOREST 22 

PARK, WASHINGTON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 23

Section 1.  Amending Section 2 of Ordinance 988, as amended - The City hereby amends 25 

Section 2. of Ordinance 988, as amended, the 2009-2010 Biennial Budget, by appropriating 26 

funds to the General, Street, Surface Water Management, and Surface Water Capital Funds as 27 

follows: 28

AMENDED BUDGET (December 2009)
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 Section 2.  Recreation Scholarships and Resident Subsidies -  An additional amount of 1 

$6,000 is included in the 2009-2010 budget for providing scholarships and subsidies for our City 2 

residents to enroll in the recreation programs offered by the City of Shoreline. 3

Section 3.  State Lobbyist - An amount of $10,000 is added to the 2009-2010 budget to 5 

fund our lobbyist during the months of the State Legislative Session.  The Administration shall 6 

provide the City Council with a detailed list of objectives to be achieved by the Lobbyist during 7 

the 2010 State Legislative Session prior to approval of a contract for services for the Lobbyist.   8

Section 4.  Planning Intern and Professional Services - An amount of $10,000 is added to 10 

the 2009-2010 budget to fund a Planning Intern and an additional $15,000 in professional service 11 

money is added to help the Planning Department keep up with a number of 2010 projects, 12 

including the set-up and implementation of new permitting software, the update to the 13 

Comprehensive Plan, the implementation of the new tree ordinance, hearing examiner demands, 14 

low-impact development code revisions, work on a potential park & ride, and final work on the 15 

Shoreline Master Plan.  The $15,000 in additional professional services will be offset in 2010 by 16 

additional revenue to be received from a State Growth Management Act Planning Grant. 17 

 18 

Section 5.  Public Safety Asset Seizure Specialty Equipment and Training – An amount 19 

of $10,000 is added to the 2009-2010 budget for equipment and training for the Police 20 

Department Special Operations Division 21 

 22 

Section 6.  Equivalent Savings to Be Found - The Mayor is authorized to spend up to 23 

$30,000 for the three $10,000 additional items listed in Sections 3, 4, and 5 above if he finds 24 

$30,000 in equivalent savings in the remaining General Fund expenditure accounts during 2010. 25

Section 7.  Expenditure Reductions – In addition to the $50,000 in managed savings that 27 

the Administration will be implementing in 2010, there are additional reductions that will be 28 

included in the 2009-2010 budget, including a reduction of $15,000 from the Public Safety fuel 29 

budget, $4,000 from the Emergency Management Program, and $16,000 from the payment for 30 

Seattle Public Utility fire hydrants.   31

Section 8.  School Zone Warning Lights – An additional amount of $40,000 is added in 33 

the 2009-2010 budget to the Traffic Calming Program in the Transportation Capital 34 

Improvement Fund to research and install school zone warning lights in the three school zones 35 

within the City. 36 

 37 

 Section 9.  Long-Term Bond Fund Transfer to the General Fund - An additional amount 38 

of $150,000 for 2010 is authorized to be transferred from the Long-Term Bond Fund to the 39 

General Fund to cover cash flow needs in the General Fund during months of low revenue 40 

receipts. 41 

 42 

 Section 10.  Changing Revenue Assumption - The General Fund revenues assumptions 43 

for 2010 are increased by $40,000. 44 

 45 

 Section 11.  Establishing a Surface Water Capital Fund -  A new fund is created in the 46 

City to be titled the “Surface Water Capital Fund.”  The purpose of the Fund is for receiving 47 

transfers from the Surface Water Management Fund for implementation of the capital projects 48 

included in the City’s surface water management plan and the City’s adopted capital 49 

improvement program. 50

 Section 12.  Surface Water Management Revenues for Capital.  The additional 5% 2 

increase in surface water utility rates over and above the 10% rate increase in the 2009-2010 3 

budget will be allocated to the surface water capital fund.  All additional funds in the Surface 4 

Water Management Fund in excess of the Fund’s operating reserve at the end of each fiscal year 5 

shall be transferred to the Surface Water Capital Fund. 6

 Section 13.  Anti-Icing Equipment Purchase – The Mayor is authorized to expend 8 

$12,530 from the Street Fund for the purchase of anti-icing equipment.  This equipment will be 9 

used during snow and ice storm events to improve the safety of the City’s roads.  The revenue to 10 

pay for the anti-icing equipment will come from federal and state reimbursement from previous 11 

snow and ice storm expenditures. 12 

 13 

Section 14. For Grace Cole Nature Park Improvements, surplus funds, if any, from the 14 

current budget will be reserved and carried forward to the 2010 budget for additional trail 15 

development in Grace Cole Nature Park. 16 

 17 

 Section 15.  Severability.  Should any section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of 18 

this ordinance, or its application to any person or circumstance, be declared unconstitutional or 19 

otherwise invalid for any reason, or should any portion of this ordinance be preempted by state 20 

or federal law or regulation, such decision or preemption shall not affect the validity of the 21 

remaining portions of this ordinance or its application to other persons or circumstances. 22 

  23 

Section 16.  Effective Date.    This ordinance shall become effective after adoption, 24 

posting, and publication as required by law. 25
