Monorail Tax
The monorail tax was approved

by a vote of Seattle voters to be
levied on Seattle residents.  The
monorail tax is mistakenly on some
LFP car tab renewals. If you have
been billed for the monorail tax, there
are three ways to remove the tax:

(1) You can visit any vehicle
licensing office.  Vehicle
licensing agents and sub
agents can override the tax
for the customer.

(2) You can call the Department
of Licensing (DOL) customer
service unit at (360) 902-3770.
DOL can make a determination
about the address over the
phone and override the tax.

(3) You can call the Seattle
Monorail Project, 206-587-1700.

If you already paid the monorail
tax, you can apply for a refund.
Follow the steps for verifying an
address, as outlined in 1 and 2,
above.

The Friends of Third
Place Commons are
developing plans for a
farmers market in LFP.
The Friends received a
$15,000 planning grant
from King County
Councilmember Carolyn
Edmonds to help with
the planning effort.  The
City has added a $5,000
grant, pending the review and
approval of a business plan. The idea
for a farmers market in Lake Forest
Park has been talked about for a long
time.  Most recently the Sustaining a
Livable Lake Forest Park community
forum participants ranked the need for
organic foods, a farmers market or
something like Central Market as their
highest priority for shopping preferences
in Lake Forest Park.

The Friends of Third Place
Commons is working with the
management of the mall, the merchants
association, and community groups to
make sure the needs of the various
interests are included in the discussions.

Generally, the idea is to
locate the market in the
parking lot at Towne
Centre between the
professional building and
Bank of America on
Sundays from June
through September.  The
farmers and their farm
related produce will be
the centerpiece of the
project.  The proposed

plans call for providing space to
community groups and non-profit
organizations to provide information
on such topics as senior nutrition and
organic gardening.  Plans also include
providing opportunities for groups to
rent spaces for a short period of time
for fund raising or other community
supportive activities.  For more
information call 425-417-7478.

Lake Forest Park sanitary sewers
serve about three quarters of the
City homes.  In the Horizon View
area, the Northshore Utility District
provides sanitary sewer.  There are
approximately 230 lots in Lake
Forest Park that do not have sanitary
sewers.  Homes on these lots, are
on private septic systems.

A consultant is working with the
City Council to analyze the City’s
sanitary sewer utility and its future
needs.  The City Council is discussing
several policy options regarding
